5.1 CLEANING

You may need to use a liquid cleaning
material occasionally to completely
clean the oven.

Cleaning the Glass Parts

Clean the glass parts of your appliance
on a regular basis.

Use a glass cleaner to clean the inside
and outside of the glass parts. Then,
rinse and dry them thoroughly with a dry
cloth.

Cleaning the Stainless Steel Parts (if
available)

Clean the stainless steel parts of your
appliance on a regular basis.

Check that the shelves and any bake ware
are not vibrating or in contact with the oven
back panel.

6.2 TRANSPORT

If you need to transport the product, use the original product packaging and carry it using

its original case. Follow the transport signs on the packaging. Tape all independent parts to
the product to prevent damaging the product during transport.

If you do not have the original packaging, prepare a carriage box so that the appliance,
especially the external surfaces of the product, is protected against external threats.
